A group exhibition featuring work by a range of Mexico and U.S-based artists takes as its point of
departure the ’9os NAFTA years, a period of great change, when Mexico came out of a relative period of
isolation, and when the local and the global became one. It was also a time when the Zapatista rebellion
against the government had galvanized indigenous people and international audiences. Many of the works
on view by artists such as Javier Téllez, Nao Bustamante, Lourdes Grobet and Pedro Mayer deal with this
climate of economic and political unrest.
